REPORT OF THE APhA-ASP HOUSE OF DELEGATES

The APhA-ASP House of Delegates debated and passed the following resolutions during the APhA-ASP House of Delegates on Saturday, March 19 at the APhA2022 Annual Meeting & Exposition in San Antonio, TX. 

2022.1: Integration of Social Determinants of Health into Pharmacy Education 
1. APhA-ASP encourages schools and colleges of pharmacy to integrate social determinants of health topics and diversity, equity, and inclusion into pharmacy curriculum in areas including, but not limited to: 

a. Health care cultural humility, implicit bias, and health inequities that impact patients and communities. 

b. Disease state presentation and pharmacotherapy for racial, ethnic, and underrepresented groups in curriculum resources (e.g. textbooks, lecture handouts, supplemental materials). 

c. Experiential opportunities to allow student pharmacists to provide care to diverse patient populations. 

2. APhA-ASP advocates for state boards of pharmacy to require pharmacists to obtain continuing pharmacy education credits related to social determinants of health and diversity, equity, and inclusion.
2022.2 - Online Health Information 
1. APhA-ASP recognizes online medical misinformation as a public health concern. 

2. APhA-ASP calls on all healthcare professionals and their respective stakeholders to utilize online platforms to provide the public with accessible, up-to-date, and evidence-based medical information. 

3. APhA-ASP encourages peer-reviewed research in best practices to deliver health information through online platforms that improves public health outcomes. 

2022.3- Expanding Pharmacist Point of Care Testing and Prescriptive Authority 
1. APhA-ASP calls on all state and federal lawmakers to enact legislation that allows pharmacists to conduct viral and bacterial diagnostic tests and prescribe appropriate therapy. This includes but is not limited to: 

a. Influenza, streptococcus, tuberculosis, and COVID-19. 

b. Pre- and post-exposure prophylaxis (PrEP/PEP) for human immunodeficiency virus (HIV). 

2. APhA-ASP calls on local, state and national pharmacy associations and stakeholders to support legislation that expands pharmacist point of care testing and prescriptive authority. 

The APhA-ASP House of Delegates referred the following item to the APhA-ASP National Executive Committee for further review. 

Safe Staffing Practices and Elimination of Quotas and Performance Metrics in Pharmacies 
APhA-ASP NEW BUSINESS


One new business item was submitted during the APhA-ASP House of Delegates Session at the APhA2022 Annual Meeting & Exposition in San Antonio, TX. 
NBI – 2022.1 – Gender Expansive Rights, Education, and Advocacy
New Business Item 2022.1 received the recommendation to refer from the APhA-ASP New Business Review Committee. The recommendation was rejected by the APhA-ASP House of Delegates. The New Business Item was debated and adopted as amended: 

NBI – 2022.1 – Gender Expansive Rights, Education, and Advocacy 
APhA-ASP encourages the improvement of equity in care for gender expansive patients through the following measures: 

1. Integrating gender-affirming hormone therapy focused courses/lessons into pharmacy curriculum. 

2. Supporting the use of Gender-Affirming Therapy (GAT) in transgender and nonbinary (TNB) patients with an informed consent model.
